UNM teacher practitioners visiting the main campus on Friday, Nov. 20, will benefit from the opportunity to share their classroom practitioner research with you and engage in collegial dialogue during their oral presentations. We also invite teacher practitioners to continue communicating with you about their research throughout the Spring semester.












Practitioner research is known by many names: action research, teacher-as-scholar, practical inquiry, classroom inquiry, or practice-centered inquiry. Succinctly, the best way to describe this type of research is the storytelling school of research wherein teachers are recognized as experts in their own classrooms. They are participant observers ‘in the field’ of their own classrooms. They are reflective practitioners who look at what is happening and think about how to help their students become more successful by improving their own teaching practice. Practitioners talk with other teachers about their practice, their questions, their trials and tribulations in ongoing conversations and support each other. 

Ultimately, in this process teachers gain more insight into their own teaching lives as well as that of their students. It is a vulnerable process and their passion and commitment to their students guides and drives the process forward. The best way to talk about practitioner research is through the lens of teachers themselves as they tell the stories of their classrooms. 

It is time for our teacher practitioners to talk to others about their proposed classroom research projects. The oral proposal presentations provide this needed opportunity for them to share their proposals outside of the comfort of their familiar writing groups, cohort members and Farmington faculty. The goal of engaging in conversations with TED faculty will help validate, refine, rethink, augment, enrich, extend their own thinking about the next steps of fine-tuning their practitioner research proposals. We thank you in advance for sharing your time, energy, and expertise with our teacher practitioners. We look forward to you serving on their upcoming Oral Examination Committee on April 9, 2010.

Although still evolving, their current practitioner research questions are tentatively listed.

Course Description

Practitioner research is action-oriented inquiry that takes place in the researcher’s own classroom or work or social setting. Practitioner research is seen as a way to explore questions that arise in one’s own practice and/or school; it is seen as a new approach to professional development, transformational learning and educational change. Because researchers are also participants in their own study, this form of research differs from more traditional quantitative and qualitative research approaches. Participants will read, analyze and synthesize research by other practitioner researchers as well as design and implement a project of their own.

Rationale

Focus on the theory and practice of educators as researchers by reading research by other teacher practitioners and scholarly academic journals and designing your own research proposal for implementation in LLSS 590 Seminar. 

This capstone experience is not a testimony of intelligence but a processual documentary of yourself as an educator committed to the act of learning about your self and your students. This capstone process involves authentic learning involving change, transformation, creative thinking, learning along side your students, challenging your teaching and learning paradigms, and risk taking. Accept this new experience with the natural fascination of inquiry rather than with fear and anxiety. The perspective of yourself as teacher practitioners invites a new way of thinking that will transform yourself as a researcher and educator.
